Hi everyone, I wish to introduce myself to you and the community at large. 
My name is Karen, and I am the newly appointed Nurse Unit Manager of 
the Sunshine Coast HIV/Sexual Health service ï Clinic 87. I have recently 
taken over the reigns from Alan Walker who has been associated with the 
service for the past 11 years. For those of you who know Alan, he has now 
moved on to the PA Hospital in South Brisbane. 

I have been working in Sexual Health/HIV since 2000, where I                   
commenced the Wide Bay Sexual Health services ï Q Clinic, based in 

Bundaberg. This was a huge challenge in the Wide Bay area, as this was the first Sexual 
Health clinic to be established in the district. I have qualifications in General Nursing, Mid-
wifery, Sexual and Reproductive Health nursing.
