What is a Binding Financial Agreement?                                                                         www.stolaw.com.au 

A BFA is something that same-sex couples can enter into.  These types of agreements used to be called 
'prenuptial agreements' or ‘financial agreements’ but the legal term is 'Binding Financial Agreements' (BFA).  

When can you enter into a BFA? 

You can make a financial agreement before, during, or at the conclusion of the relationship.  

Why you might need a BFA? 

There are a number of situations where a BFA may be required.  Typically, these types of situations may 
arise when you and your partner are initially in an unequal financial position and some certainty is required 
about the division of assets should the relationship fail.  Another situation is where you and your partner need 
to clarify the assets and liabilities prior to the relationship and you wish to keep them separate should the re-
lationship not last.  A BFA may also be used where you or your partner wish to protect business interests or 
ownership or you may be seeking to protect an inheritance or heirlooms that have been left to them. 

What types of things will the BFA cover? 

A BFA can specify how you and your partner have agreed to divide the asset pool in the event the relation-
ship fails.  It can include things such as: 

The financial settlement (including superannuation entitlements; 
The financial support (maintenance) of one spouse by the; 
The agreed arrangements for the children; and 
Any incidental issues. 

Are they legally binding? 

Yes, provided they have been set up correctly.  For a financial agreement to be legally binding, you must 
both have received independent legal and financial advice before signing the agreement, and there is a very 
strict criteria that must be followed to ensure the document is binding.  They should also be reviewed every 
two years or after a significant event in your lives, such as buying property or one party receiving an inheri-
tance. 

What are the advantages of having a BFA in place? 

A correctly executed BFA may provide some degree of certainty in the event that a relationship ends as both 
parties have agreed as to how the property will be divided. In some instances, you may avoid having to go to 
court to enforce the agreement if the document is prepared and revised correctly. 

Is putting a BFA in place an easy thing to do? 

 To correctly create a legally binding BFA takes time as your solicitor needs to address all the areas you want 
documented in the agreement.

Hey everyone, my name is Deeje Hancock and for those that havenõt met me, I just 

started at Healthy Communities in the role of project manager for SAMõs or sexually 

adventurous men. Previously I was the General Manager of QNews, a role which I 

held for just under five years and enabled me to meet many of you and others from 

the community, and before that have held such diverse roles as Assistant Manager 

of the Sportsman Hotel and ten years as a state retail sales and marketing manager. 

I am also the President of the Brisbane Pride Festival Association.  Around Christmas 

time I decided I wanted to work more closely with the community and leave the 

corporate side of it behind. I was extremely excited to hear of the SAMõs project 

and whilst its early days yet have enjoyed getting feedback from those of you I 

have spoken to, its sure to be an exciting year learning about the sexually                    

adventurous men, infiltrating their networks and opening them up (so to speak) to 

the resources of self education available through Healthy Communities.

There is nothing embarrassing with having a disease, even if itôs a sexually transmitted 
infection. I learned that when I was 19 after getting my dick sucked at Buchanôs Point 
beat by this hot 25 year old guy. A week later I woke up one morning unable to piss    
without pain. This was the first sign for me that something was not right. 

After I put up with the pain for nearly a week I knew that it wasnôt possible to live like this 
for a longer time, so I went to my family doctor and he took a look at me and asked for a 
urine sample. I didnôt know what I had, but after checking my sample he just said ñWell, 
you got the clap, nothing to worry about.ò  I had no idea you could get an STI from being 
sucked off. 

I have since found out that the clap (also called Gonorrhea), is an STI caused by a            
bacteria and is very common for young people under 25. The good thing about               
Gonorrhea is that it is curable, after a few weeks of taking antibiotics I was fine. I also 
found out that if I had left the infection untreated for any longer it could have been harder 
to get rid of. 

I also didnôt know that I could have been at a higher risk of HIV if I hadnôt got my                
gonorrhoea treated so now I get a regular STI test.
